TransCanada Theatre
Uniquely designed to serve a multitude of 
functions, from elaborate dinner theatre to 
informal community jam sessions, or wedding 
receptions to professional drama productions. 
A large portion of the theatre seating can be 
pulled back to • t discreetly against the wall, 
immediately changing the feel and function of 
the space.

The growing artists' community of Olds and area 
will be pleased with the sound system, as they host 
ensemble concerts, jam sessions and formal recitals. 
The Band Room sits to the side of the theatre stage, 
and can be adjusted to become a back stage for 
larger productions. Three practice music rooms 
provide similar uses for smaller groups.

Art Room
Art takes shape in this space, where everything 
from giant set design and construction to • ne 
sculpture is created. A separate stained glass 
room contains special venting to allow artists to 
cut, solder and design safely and easily.

This provocative

This fully 
functioning 
theatre contains 
a state-of-the art 
sound system, 
73 computerized 
stage lights on 
an automated 
dimming system, 
and the latest 
design of patron 
seating that 
blends visibility 
with comfort.

The TransCanada Theatre is predominantly a class-
room for Olds High School drama and a presentation 
space for Olds College programming, particularly 
fashion shows and other large events.

Band Room
This purpose-built 
space was designed 
with acoustics 
in mind. Its main 
purpose is Olds 
High School 
classroom space, 
but the Band 
Room may also 
be used by 
community 
members outside 
of school hours. 

A separate kiln room allows sculptors 
and potters to produce an entire project 
in house. This high school art classroom, 
along with all other facility rooms, also 
serves a multi-use public space through 
Olds College Conference Services.

Cosmetology Room
This regular classroom-sized room is equipped 
with sinks and beautician's chairs. It will be 
used predominantly for Olds High School 
cosmetology classes, but will also become 
the dressing room for theatre productions. 
Olds High School curriculum includes a 
new Stage Make-Up course and the space 
is built to accommodate a fully functioning 
hairstyling salon for CTS courses.
